Mobile Phones in School
You may be aware that the Department for Education (DfE) has recently strengthened its guidance to schools, advising that all schools should be “mobile phone free environments by default.” This means that pupils should not have access to mobile phones at any point during the school day.
The DfE has also made it clear that Ofsted will now consider how effectively schools implement their mobile phone policies as part of inspections. Ofsted has publicly supported this approach, highlighting that mobile phones can be a significant distraction to learning and may also pose safeguarding risks to pupils.
Rosslyn Park has been a mobile‑free school for a number of years, and this is clearly outlined in the school’s Behaviour Policy. Mobile phones are listed as banned items, and the policy is shared with parents each September and published on the school website.
Unfortunately, we have recently seen an increase in pupils bringing mobile phones into school. Our established approach has always been to remind pupils of the rules and then ask parents or carers to collect the phone from the school office.
As a school, our priority is to maintain a calm, focused, and safe learning environment for all pupils, and we appreciate your continued support in helping us to do so.
